Use power output that meets SELV (Safety Extra-Low Voltage) requirements. The unit can be
powered by DC power only, voltage range: 24120%, compatible with most controller DC
systems. The power conditioning circuitry inside the unit is accomplished by a switching power
supply. The peak starting current can be as high as 2A.

& Fusing Require-
ments

If the display does not come on within 5 seconds of power up, remove power. An internal fuse will
prevent damage if the polarity of the DC power is incorrect. Check wiring for proper connections
and try to power up again.
